Financial Aid Information for 2008-2009

Dear Parents,

College Prep is committed to providing access to our program for qualified applicants from all
socioeconomic backgrounds. Because tuition at College Prep must fund much of what is vital to our
program — small classes, a highly qualified faculty, maintenance of a beautiful and state-of-the-art
campus — tuition is significant. We keep tuition in the lower to middle range among similar Bay Area
independent secondary schools, but even that cost puts a College Prep education beyond the means of
many able and worthy students. To help address the issue, College Prep underwrites a generous financial
aid program. This year, 23% of our students receive assistance in the form of need-based grants. The
budget for the financial aid program in 2007-2008 is over $1,500,000. Though each year we receive more
applications than available grants, all interested families are invited to apply. Please also consider joining
us at 7:00 pm on Wednesday, December 19, 2007 in the College Prep Buttner Auditorium for a financial-
aid information session for families applying to College Prep or Head-Royce.

2. By January 10, 2008, send the following to the College Prep Financial-Aid Office:

applies to your particular circumstances).

® A ssigned copy of your 2006 Federal Tax Form (1040), including all schedules and W-2 or

1099 forms. If applicable, send corporate tax forms and/or K-1s.

3. By February 11, 2008: Send a signed copy of your 2007 Federal Tax Form (1040) including all
schedules and W-2 or 1099 forms to the College Prep Financial Aid Office. If applicable, send

corporate tax forms and/or K-1s.

Requests received after these dates will be considered only if funds are still available.

A file is considered complete when the Parents’ Financial Statements and both the 2006 and
2007 tax returns are received from both parents, either jointly or separately, including
signatures, all schedules, W-2s and/or 1099s.

Financial Aid: Wil | Qualify?

We take many factors into consideration when calculating a family’s financial need, including, but not
limited to: the number of family members, income, assets, and the number of children in tuition-charging
schools. In general terms, a family of four with two children attending private school and having a gross
income of $80,000 may qualify for a maximum grant. The same family, with a gross income of $200,000,
may qualify for a partial grant.

Below are some sample scenarios related to families applying for financial-aid at College-Prep. While the
scenarios have been simplified, they do represent a composite of past applications and grant decisions.
Note: CollegePrep applies a cog-of-living adjusment for the Bay Area.

Comments: College Prep has a maximum grant amount
equal to approximately 96% of tuition. Comments: The award constitutes 85% of the family’s
need. Percentages of need awarded may depend on the
budget constraints of a given year.

Comments: Father’s income was waived; there had been
no contact since the child was two years old.




Frequently Asked Questions

What happens if I cannot meet the financial-aid
deadlines (e.g. tax return extensions, non-
cooperation from one parent)?

You are at a disadvantage if your file is not
complete by the deadlines outlined above. If your
application is late, and funds have already been
distributed, you may be placed on a financial-aid
waiting list. If funds remain available after the
awards have been offered to those filing on time,
and if the file has since been completed, we will
issue awards based on your calculated need.

How do I know if I will qualify for aid?

A family should first look at all available personal
avenues for meeting educational costs. If the
available resources from both parents’ full-time
employment are still not enough to meet tuition
costs, the family may qualify for aid, and is
encouraged to apply.

Is preference given to any special group?
Priority is given to returning students who are
already on financial aid, followed by first-time
applicants. Current College Prep families who have
a documented change in circumstances are
encouraged to apply for aid.

What is the difference between “financial aid”
and a “scholarship”?

All College Prep financial aid is need-based. The
word “scholarship” implies a merit-based program,
such as the ones found at many colleges, where
students are rewarded for a special talent (e.g. in
academics, the arts, or athletics) regardless of their
financial need.

Could the request for aid negatively affect the
chances of my child being accepted for
admission?

No. Two separate committees make admissions
and financial-aid decisions and members of the
Admissions Committee are not aware of who has
applied for aid.

Is there a minimum G.P.A required to maintain
a student’s grant?

No. The school’s academic standards apply equally
to all of our students. The financial-aid program
serves as an economic equalizer and is never used
punitively against a student who may be struggling
academically.

Does financial aid cover non-tuition school fees
and other expenses?

The financial-aid award covers tuition only.
However, the school supports students receiving
financial aid by generally covering non-tuition
expenses at the same percentage as tuition. Non-
tuition expenses are typically $800-$1,100
annually.

My child was accepted to the school, but placed
on a financial-aid waiting list. What does this
mean?

Unfortunately, every year the financial need of
students we accept far outpaces our financial-aid
resources, and consequently, some students are
accepted to the school and placed on a financial-aid
waiting list. In these cases, the school recognizes
that the family qualifies for aid, but we have
exhausted our budget. Many times, students on the
financial aid waiting list are subsequently offered
aid, though there is no guarantee of this happening.
We understand that students with offers from other
schools may not be able to wait until funding
becomes available.
